WHEREAS, the Clayton County Police Department did petition the District Attorney for 

forfeiture of said vehicle to the County; and 

WHEREAS, the Superior Court of Clayton has forfeited ownership and title of said 

vehicle to the County under court order in case number 2009-CV-03640-8; and

# 2B3HD46V12H193650; to assign said vehicles to the Clayton County Police Department 
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Narcotics and Gang Task Force vehicle fleet for the purpose of enhancing law enforcement in 

accordance with Clayton County Superior Court order number 2009-CV-03640-8. The Directors 

of Central Services and Fleet Maintenance are authorized to perform all acts necessary to effect 

this resolution.
