Walkabilty Assessment performed in the City of Morrow in December of 2011.  The action 

plan unveiling will serve as a basis for the county’s next steps towards creating a Lifelong 

Community. The presentation will take place Monday, March 12, from 7:30am- 10:00am, at 

The National Archives at Atlanta located 5780 Jonesboro Road, Morrow, GA.

The county has partnered with the Clayton County Chamber of Commerce, the Atlanta 

Regional Commission (ARC), the Georgia Chapter of AARP and the City of Morrow to host 

the 100 Day Action Plan unveiling. Renowned expert Dan Burden, the executive director of 

the Walkable and Livable Communities Institute held the interactive workshop last year and is 

returning to Clayton County to present his findings as part of the county’s partnership with 

AARP.

Immediately following the unveiling of the 100 Day 

Action Plan the community is also invited to join the city for a ribbon cutting ceremony for its 

new underground pathway under Jonesboro Road that is an example Morrow’s Lifelong 

Community commitment to creating more pedestrian friendly walkways.
