1. Keep Pollen Out of Your Home: \Ways to decrease the
amount of pollen in your home are to keep your windows closed, wipe your shoes on the
outside doormat, and then wipe your shoes off, take off hats and jackets when you come
inside, and take a shower, wash your hair.

Pollen is tiny
and will pass through most filters, and that is where an air purifier comes in to help. Whole-
home air purifiers clean the air while your AC system runs and these purifiers can remove up
to 96% of all germs, pollen, and bacteria that are in your home’s air.

Refuse Control is a service provided
by Clayton County for residents
located in the unincorporated area of
Clayton County. ~ This department
handles the disposal of certain items
that your waste removal company may
not pick up.

Refuse Control will pick up yard
debris, furniture, appliances, limbs (up
to 6" in diameter and no longer than
10 feet), bags of leaves, and
miscellaneous items. The following
items will not be accepted: tfree
trunks or stumps, batteries, fires,
shingles, sheetrock, bricks, heavy
metal, heavy items, mulch, dirt, paint
cans, or hazardous items.

Debris Removal:

- Place items to be picked up by the
curb on the county's right of way.

- For an inspector to come out to
give you an estimate, call Refuse
Control ot (770) 477-3548.
(Estimate is at no charge.)

- Debris removal fee is assessed by
our inspectors based on the
amount and type of debris and the
amount of time to load and unload

the debris. However, there is @
minimum fee of $20.00 that wil
be charged. Payment of fee
constitutes acceptance of price.
Should you decide to use the
County's service, payment can be
done in one of four ways:

1. Call the office and pay with
Visa or MasterCard. (check
cards will be accepted if it has
a Visa or MasterCard logo)

2. Come by the office with cash,
check, or money order.

3. Mail in check or money order.
